It steadily grew in size
until in 2008 the Fellowship bestowed upon recipients is $10,000 and is awarded to
young ladies from all over the world pursuing PHD/Doctoral degrees in aerospace-
related science or engineering fields.

Fellowships for their second year. They are Amira Meddeb (Zonta Club of San Antonio)
from Tunisia who attends Texas A&M University, Ann Ollila from Michigan, attending
University of New Mexico and Dasia Reyes of Laredo, also attending Texas A & M.
These ladies are considered District 10 winners because they attend universities in the
District 10 region.

United Nations

Libby Angelle, Zonta Club of Lafayette, presented the following information on the United
Nations and Zonta International.

Helping women in developing countries has been a passion of Zontians since the
organization was founded in 1919. Zonta has a long history of involvement with the
United Nations dating back to our support for its formation in 1946. Zonta gained
consultative status at the United Nations in 1969 and has held that status ever since. We
are an NGO (Non-governmental Organization).

Over the years many ZIF service projects have been in conjunction with the UN, usually
through UNIFEM or UNICEF, because Zonta does not have the resources to do major
international projects on their own. Since 1923, Zonta has provided more than $9.8
million to projects benefiting more than 2 million women in 34 countries.
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In a historic move, the UN General Assembly voted unanimously on July 2, 2010 to
Create a new entity to accelerate progress in meeting the needs of women and girls
worldwide. Effective January 2011, UN Women will build on the important work of
Division of the Advancement of Women, Office of the Special Adviser on Gender Issues
and Advancement of Women, UN Development Fund for women (UNIFEM), and UN
International Research and Training Institute for the Advancement of Women. Heading
this organization will be Veronica Michelle Bachelet Jeria who was elected the first
woman president of Chile in 2006-10. She speaks Spanish, English, German,
Portuguese and French. In 2009, Forbes ranked her 22" on the list of 100 most
powerful women in the world.
