Books to Read Individually or as a Club

· Credible: Why We Doubt Accusers and Protect Abusers by Deborah Tuerkheimer, a former prosecutor, legal expert, and leading authority on sexual violence examines why we are primed to disbelieve allegations of sexual abuse—and how we can transform a culture and a legal system structured to dismiss accusers.
· Know My Name: A Memoir. by Chanel Miller, an American author and artist about her experience with sexual assault. Her work has been credited with sparking national discussion in the US about the treatment of sexual assault cases and victims by college campuses and court systems. She is key note speaker for ZI’s Zonta Says No Summit, November 6-8.
· Bright Young Women, by Jessica Knoll, novel about two women from opposite sides of the country who are brought together by violent acts of the same man and become allies and sisters in arms as they pursue the justice that would otherwise elude them. Inspired by the Ted Bundy cases in an attempt to debunk glorification of the perpetrator and instead focus on the strength of the survivors.
· Missoula: Rape and the Justice System in a College Town by Jon Krakauer--Jon Krakauer investigates a spate of campus rapes that occurred in Missoula over a four-year period. These stories cut through abstract ideological debate about acquaintance rape to demonstrate that it does not happen because women are sending mixed signals or seeking attention. They are victims of a terrible crime, deserving of fairness from our justice system.
