Purchases of products 
help refugee women provide for the basic needs of 
their families as they work to establish new lives in 
Houston.

Additionally, the Houston Club has been supporting 
The Womenôs Home for a number of years by provid-
ing vocational classes to women who are residents 
there. The fall 2010 program began on September 21 
with fourteen motivated women participating in the 
classes. The classes run until January ll, 20l1 and 
cover everything from managing personal change 
and team building to a new class, career exploration.
